It's easy to pair Bluetooth hearing aids that use the Hands-Free Profile (HFP) specification and other devices to your
CaptionCall phone. When you do, you can hear a phone’s audio through your hearing aids or other Bluetooth-enabled
wireless device. (Note: Pairing won’t work with Bluetooth Low Energy [Bluetooth LE] devices.

1. Go to Settings > Accessibility > Hearing Devices on your phone. If your
hearing aids aren’t listed, you need to pair them with iPhone.

3. On your iPhone, go to Settings > Bluetooth, and make sure Bluetooth is turned
on
4. Go to Settings > Accessibility > Hearing Devices
5. Close the battery doors on your hearing devices
6. When their name(s) appear below MFi Hearing Devices, which could take a

minute, tap the name(s) and respond to the pairing request(s).

Pairing can take up to 60 seconds. Don't try to stream audio or use the hearing
devices until pairing is finished. When pairing is finished, you hear a series of beeps
and a tone, and a checkmark appears next to the hearing devices in the Devices list.

You only need to pair your devices once (and your audiologist might do it for you).
After that, your hearing devices automatically reconnect to your iPhone whenever
you turn them on.
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
